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I N T E RV E N T I O N  
I N F O R M AT I O N

The Designated College or Residential staff  member will have the
primary responsibility for assisting the survivor and ensuring that
appropriate services and care are made available to the survivor.
However, it is important that Student Residential Staff  members
and Community Safety Officers be familiar with what steps should
be taken when assisting survivors.  The information provided
below is designed to help staff  members understand what actions
need to be taken and thereby increase their ability to assist and sup-
port the survivor of  sexual assault or attempted sexual assault. 

P R I M A RY  C O N C E R N S
FIRST PRIORITY

If  an EMERGENCY MEDICAL situation exists or a suspect is
still in the area, call for emergency assistance, (911) *(459-4856).
This is mandatory particularly if  the location of  the sexual assault
survivor reporting to you is from the site of  the sexual assault/at-
tempted sexual assault.

EMERGENCY MEDICAL EXAMINATION AND/OR  
EVIDENCE COLLECTION

Receiving medical care immediately following a sexual assault is ex-
tremely important for two reasons.  First, the survivor may have
suffered injuries that she/he is unaware of  or unable to determine.
Secondly, in order to prosecute the offender, a medical/legal exam-
ination for the collection of  evidence is vital. Testing and treatment
for sexually transmitted diseases or pregnancy may also be needed.
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Dominican Hospital

Dominican Hospital is available 24 hours a day to provide medical
assistance to survivors of  sexual assault.  A section of  Dominican
Hospital is set-up to examine sexual assault survivors, which is lo-
cated away from the main entrance and the primary Emergency
room entrance, in order to provide a more private environment for
the sexual assault survivor.  To initiate action from the Sexual As-
sault Response Team, (SART) the sexual assault survivor or a per-
son designated by the survivor must contact the Police.  For an
on-campus assault, UCSC Police Department will be the respond-
ing agency.  A member of  the UCSC Police Department will come
to the location of  the sexual assault survivor and start the support
process.

NOTE:  If  the student has opted to call the police, a coordinated
team is set into motion, including a Sexual Assault Forensic Exam-
iner, (SAFE) and an advocate from Women's Crisis/Defensa de
Mujeres.  The student will be transported to Dominican Hospital
for a free evidentiary exam.  She or he can have a friend accom-
pany her or him to the hospital.

The Police will provide transport to the hospital for the sexual as-
sault survivor and a friend.  It is recommended, if  at all possible to
have a friend with a vehicle follow along in the event that the
friend has to leave before the exam is complete.  UCSC police will
allow a friend to transport the survivor to the hospital if  that is
more comfortable to the survivor.  The UCSC police will lead the
way and show the driver of  the vehicle where to go and escort the
friend and survivor to the examining area.  During the examination
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Dominican Hospital (cont.)

DOMINICAN HOSPITAL IS THE ONLY MEDICAL 
FACILITY WHERE EVIDENCE NECESSARY FOR

ASSAULT AS POSSIBLE: AT LEAST WITHIN 12-24 HOURS

FOR PERISHABLE EVIDENCE.

It is vital that the survivor be informed prior to going to the 
hospital of  the following factors:

Dominican will, as a matter of  required procedure, notify law en-
forcement authorities that a sexual assault survivor is being treated.
(If  law enforcement officers have not already been notified, law
enforcement officers will receive the name of  the sexual assault
survivor and arrive at the hospital to begin the investigative
process.)

The survivor should not shower, bathe, douche, change clothing
and should refrain from going to the bathroom if  at all possible
prior to going to the Emergency Room.  Doing so will destroy im-
portant physical evidence.

The survivor will need a complete change of  clothing, (including
shoes).  The police will retain all clothing items worn at the time of
the assault as part of  the evidence.



Student Health Services

When a student comes to Student Health Services for evaluation
and care immediately after a sexual assault, the Student Health
Center staff  is legally mandated to report the incident to law en-
forcement in the jurisdiction in which the sexual assault took place.
However, if  the student who was sexually assaulted does not wish
make a police report she/he is not required to.  A police officer
from the campus police department will respond and will proved
options to the student.  Options will also include referrals to Coun-
seling and Psychology Services and to the UCSC Rape Prevention
Education Resource Center.

If  the student wishes to file a report with law enforcement, the of-
ficer they speak to will make arrangements for the student to be
seen by a Sexual Assault Nurse Examiner (SANE) at Dominican
Hospital to ensure that the evidence is properly gathered and pre-
served.

If  NO EMERGENCY MEDICAL situation exists, the following
procedures apply depending on the particular circumstances.  It is
at this time that the Designated College or Residential staff  mem-
ber should be called in to assist the Student Residential Staff  mem-
ber or Community Safety Officer.  
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Note that more than one option can be chosen.
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1. LAW ENFORCEMENT

2. EMOTIONAL SUPPORT/ADVOCACY

33.. TITLE IX/UNIVERSITY JUDICIAL ACTION

1. LAW ENFORCEMENT

Ask the student if  she or he wishes to report the incident to the
police.  Do not initiate a call yourself  unless the student has indi-
cated that she or he wishes the police to be called, or the assault re-
sulted in physical injuries requiring immediate medical attention or
if  the suspect is still in the area.

Reporting a sexual assault or attempted sexual assault to UCSC Po-
lice will place into action a wide range of  support services for the
sexual assault survivor as described throughout these guidelines.
The reporting of  a sexual assault or attempted sexual assault also
allows law enforcement agencies as well as the university commu-
nity to become more aware of  sexual assault incidents and thereby
enhance efforts to provide a safer environment for UCSC students.
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2. EMOTIONAL SUPPORT/ADVOCACY

Sexual Assault and attempted sexual assault are devastating experi-
ences that render victims powerless to control what is happening
to their body.  In the aftermath of  such a violation and loss of
control it may be difficult for the survivor to consider what steps
to take.  In all cases it is recommended that trained support per-
sonnel be contacted to assist Residence Life staff  in helping the
survivor.  If  the survivor is unwilling to speak with an advocate di-
rectly, Designated College or Residential staff  are encouraged to
contact an advocate, without identifying the survivor, so that an ad-
vocate can assist in assuring that the survivor is aware of  all avail-
able options.
